KNOCK OUTFULL COLORCOLOR AND USE 

When on white background, use the full 
color logo. 

Over solid color or an image, the logo 
may appear in knock out versions. When 
placing the logo over an image, be sure 
the surrounding area does not distract 
from or interact with the logo.

For black and white printing, use the 
White or Black (K) versions of the logo.

SIZE MINIMUMS

Digital: minimum size of 150 pixels wide 
without tagline, minimum size of 250 
pixels wide with tagline

Print: minimum size of 1.25 inches 
wide without tagline, minimum size of 
1.75 inches wide with tagline

CLEAR SPACE

Maintain minimum clear space equal 
to half the height of the circular symbol 
within the logo (see diagram on the right).

SEALS

Seals are a way to augment the logo 
and brand by providing additional 
options for the brand’s name and 
tagline to appear. 

Do not use seals near to main 
logo. Instead, it should serve as an 
alternative to the logo and/or tagline.

Symbols can be used to augment 
the brand, used anywhere where a 
graphic element might be used. 

The primary symbol could be used 
to represent the brand instead of the 
logo as an artistic decision. 

BORDERS

Borders can be applied as a linear 
item as a graphic element. 

Border 01 has an intentionally 
randomized pattern regarding color 
and orientation of the tulips.

Border 02 has a strictly repeating 
pattern of 5 flowers regarding color 
and orientation of the tulips.

Borders should be used in 
small scale.

PATTERNING

The 16 patterns here can be used in 
many ways to accent the brand for 
shape fills.

Any pattern with a white background 
could likely be applied over a 10% 
or 15% tint of the Pink or Mint, or 
100% of the cream.

Scale of the patterns can be 
played with.

Do not use patterns in a way that feel 
visually heavy.

Use only one pattern per  
page/item/piece. Do not combine 
patterns.
